* Planning commission notice = subsection 10-1-9(C)(2)
e State law
* Operating standards

e Ten calendar days prior




Proposed Code (continued)

Area Description:

* Individual legal descriptions not necessarily required

* Notice shall describe the area(s) subject to such legislative
actions as necessary

* Reasonably apprise all interested parties and citizens of the
area(s) and parcels subject to such actions.




Proposed Code (continued)

Additional Notice:
* Director of community development’s discretion
* Additional forms of notice provided, as a courtesy
