INTRODUCED BY COUNCIL MEMBERS:  
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LITTLETON, COLORADO, APPROVING THE AMENDED GENERAL PLANNED DEVELOPMENT PLAN OF THE SAFEWAY OAKBROOK SHOPPING CENTER. 
WHEREAS, the planning board held a public hearing on November 10, 2014 to 

consider a proposal to amend a portion of the general planned development plan for the Safeway Oakbrook Shopping Center for property located at 401 East County Line Road, more specifically described in Exhibit “A”, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by this reference; 
WHEREAS, at the public hearing, the planning board voted to recommend the city council approve the proposed amended general planned development plan with the condition that 36 feet is the maximum building height allowable on the site for an assisted living facility; and
WHEREAS, the city council considered evidence and testimony concerning the proposed amended general planned development plan at a public hearing;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LITTLETON, COLORADO, THAT:

Section 1:    
The city council finds that the proposed amended general planned development plan for the Safeway Oakbrook Shopping Center for property located at 401 East County Line Road, described on the attached Exhibit “A”, meets the criteria set forth in Section 10-12-1 of the Littleton City Code in that the amended general planned development plan is consistent with the goals and policies of the COMPLAN and promotes the general welfare of the community. 

Section 2:  
The city council further finds that approval of the proposed amended general planned development plan conforms to the stated intent of the planned development district as specified in sections 10-2-23(A) and (B) of the city code.

Section 3:  
 The city council hereby approves the amended general planned development plan for Safeway Oakbrook Shopping Center. 

Section 4:
Severability.  If any part, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections of this ordinance.  The city council hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance, including each part, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase hereof, irrespective of the fact that one or more parts, sections, subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases may be declared invalid.

Section 5:
Repealer.  All ordinances or resolutions, or parts thereof, in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, provided that this repealer shall not repeal the repealer clauses of such ordinance nor revive any ordinance thereby.
