A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LITTLETON, COLORADO, APPROVING A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE STATE OF COLORADO, GOVERNERS OFFICE OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (OIT) COMMUNICATIONS SERVICES AND THE CITY OF LITTLETON


WHEREAS, the Littleton Police Department desires to allow the State to upgrade the Digital Trunk Radio (DTR) system software; and

WHEREAS, the Littleton Police Department agrees to accept the system software upgrades and remain an active, connected, and integral partner of the DTR system for a minimum period of two (2) years from the completion and acceptance of each of the five (5) software upgrades. Software upgrades are scheduled to commence during the third quarter of the calendar year 2017 and will occur biennially until the final software upgrade to SR 7.25 is completed in calendar year 2025.

WHEREAS, the City Council deems that the approval of the attached Memorandum of Understanding wills serve as the necessary and desired software upgrades for the Communications Center DTR system. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LITTLETON, COLORADO, THAT:  

The Memorandum of Understanding between the Police Department and the State of Colorado, Governor’s OIT Communications Services concerning the software upgrades of the statewide DTR system is hereby approved and the Council President is authorized to affix her signature thereto.
