Staff presentation by Jocelyn Mills, Community Development Director 

Statement read by Director Mills: "The proposed boundary extension would not be 

applicable to the existing development application that is in the city's development review 

process and has received the first round of review comments. It is important to note, 

however, that this application is subject to the Downtown Neighborhood plan, which also 

references design and character elements to be met for this location. Also, in the future, 

any new development application for an expansion of the footprint of an existing building 

in this location would be subject to these design standards as specified in the Littleton 

Downtown Design Standards. Additionally, any future sign permit application would also 

be subject to these standards."
